22nd to 25th July 2007 at Diamond Jubilee Park, Tiruppur, Tamilnadu in India. 

Since this is the most auspicious, joyous and spiritually significant Celebration of our lives, our 

participation in it is vitally important.

Diamond Jubilee park, Pallavarayanpalayam 

Off - Dharapuram road, Tiruppur 

CELEBRATION DATES : 22nd to 25th JULY 2007 

REGISTRATION 

Kindly note the following important points with reference to registration for the Celebration. 

Registrations are to be done in family units. A family unit is defined as two spouses, either or 

both of them being abhyasis, their dependent children, who may or may not be abhyasis, and 

dependent parents, all living together. It does not include their married children. It does not also 

include a joint family. 

In view of the large numbers expected for the Celebration, delegates are requested to register 

themselves as early as possible, preferably before the 30th April 2007, to enable us to plan for 

the necessary infrastructure facilities. 

• Family units may register using the FAMILY REGISTRATION AND DONATION FORM. 

Each family unit must submit this form duly filled in through the Centre Manager/Centre In 

Charge. 

• Family units may also register through the online registration application available at 

http://www.srcm.org/members/24july2007/index.jsp. 

• Centre Managers/Centres In Charge must also submit a duly filled in REGISTRATION 

AND DONATION CONSOLIDATION FORM. 
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• Both these forms along with the payment of Donation may please be sent to Celebrations 

Committee, Tiruppur. 

DONATIONS 

Given the unique nature of this Celebration, there will be no fixed delegate donation, so that all 

abhyasis may gather and joyfully celebrate this joyous occasion of our beloved Master’s 81st  

Birthday.  However, participants are urged to remember that the celebrations will involve a very 

large cost and this cost will have to be met out of donations from abhyasis. 

We would therefore request all abhyasis to support the Celebration financially and make it an 

event to remember for the rest of our lives. 

All donations towards the Celebration may please be sent through Demand Drafts drawn in 

favour of SHRI RAM CHANDRA MISSION on any Bank, payable in Tiruppur. 

ACCOMMODATON 

Given the fact that there are very few rooms available at local hotels, and given the distance 

from Coimbatore to Tiruppur, it has been decided to accommodate all abhyasis at the 

celebration venue itself to the maximum extent possible. 

This accommodation will be of the following types: 

General accommodation:  

These are covered structures as usually found at our celebrations. This is free of cost and is 

available to all abhyasis who register for the celebration. 

Comfort dorms: 

For those abhyasis who desire a greater level of comfort, we are planning to provide special 

dormitory accommodation for individuals, families and groups, where the accommodation will 

have cots, mattresses, bed linen, fans and mosquito nets. Each dorm will have western toilets and 

bathrooms attached. The comfort dorms will have a dedicated canteen. 

How to book a comfort dorm: 

This accommodation will be provided on a payment of Rs. 4000/- per person for the duration of 

the celebration. Children under 12 years will be admitted free. However, the name and age of 
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the children must be mentioned in the Comfort Dorm Booking Form. Space in the comfort dorm 

will be available strictly on a first come first served basis, and on the basis of payment received 

at Tiruppur, since these structures will be built based only on bookings received. Payment for the 

comfort dorm may be made by demand draft payable to “Comfort Dorm”, on any Bank at 

Tiruppur and sent to the celebrations committee address. 

All payments MUST be received latest by 31st March, 2007, along with the filled in “Comfort 

Dorm Booking Form”, which is available with this circular.

WEATHER: 

The weather in Tiruppur will be pleasant and breezy during the period of the celebration. There 

may be brief rain showers. 

TRAVEL 

AIR: The nearest airport is Coimbatore. The airport is very well connected from all parts of the 

country and various airlines are flying to this destination.  Almost all airlines offer special/apex 

fares and concessions if tickets are booked in advance. Normally it would take an hour and a 

half by road to reach the venue from the Coimbatore airport. 

RAIL: The venue is about 12 kilometres from Tiruppur railway station. Tiruppur railway station 

is located between Erode and Coimbatore Junction and it is an hour and a half drive from both 

these Junctions to the venue.  For any further information, please contact:
